ACTION 

  
The Master of the 2007-2008 Council and Chairman, Dr Ho Lai Yun, called the meeting to order 
at 1400 hours after the House met the quorum of 30. 
 
Chairman explained the use of the voting cards as follows: 

• Green voting card in favour of a resolution 
• Red voting card to object a resolution 
• White voting card to abstain 

 
The House observed a one-minute silence in memory of the demise of the following Fellows: 

• Dr Chan Yat Wah   (Retired Fellow, General Physician) 
• Dr Seng Kwang Meng  (Local Fellow, Obstetrics and Gynaecology) 

 

 

1 RESOLUTION 1:  
TO RECEIVE AND ADOPT THE MINUTES OF THE 29TH ANNUAL GENERAL MEETING OF 
THE ACADEMY HELD ON 26 MAY 2007 
 

 

1.1.1 Chairman referred to page 5 of the minutes, item 3.2.1, under ‘Resolution 2’. He informed the 
House that one amendment was received from Dr Chew Chin Hin to amend the paragraph to 
read as follows: 
 
“Dr Chew Chin Hin requested that the gift of notes on AMS early years given by Prof K 
Shanmugaratnam to the AMS archives after the last Singapore-Malaysia Congress of Medicine 
be recorded.” 
 

 

1.2.1 Dr Ng Boon Keng referred to page 21 of the minutes, item 14.1.1, under ‘Any Other Business’. 
He said that the paragraph should read as follows: 
 
“To Dr Chew Beng Keng’s query, it was confirmed that Dr Tan Kim Ping’s appointment as 
Executive Director was honorary. The House suggested ‘Honorary Secretary’. Chairman agreed 
to review and correct it.” 
  

 

1.3.1 Chairman noted that no other amendment was received. The House adopted the minutes with 
inclusion of the said amendments as proposed by Dr Sarveselan RE Sayampanathan and 
seconded by Dr Ikshuvanam Swaminathan. 
 

 

2 TO REVIEW MATTERS ARISING FROM THE MINUTES OF THE 29TH ANNUAL GENERAL 
MEETING OF THE ACADEMY HELD ON 26 MAY 2007 
 

 

2.1 Chairman referred to page 16, item 10, under ‘Resolution 7’ on the conversion of the existing 
Chapter of Dental Surgeons into a College of Dental Surgeons. He informed the House that the 
Chapter was still known then as the Chapter of Dental Surgeons while approval for its 
conversion was being processed. 
 

 

3 RESOLUTION 2: 
TO RECEIVE AND ADOPT THE DIRECTORS’ REPORT AND AUDITED ACCOUNTS OF THE 
ACADEMY FOR THE FINANCIAL YEAR ENDED 31 DECEMBER 2007 
 

 

3.1.1 Chairman commented that the report and accounts were available on the AMS website in 
accordance with regulatory requirements. 
 

 

3.2.1 The Bursar, Dr Anthony Heng, presented the slides on the Financial Report 2007. For the 
balance sheet (as at 31 December 2007), he highlighted that the fixed deposit of $5,488,876 
formed the bulk of the total amount for the current assets ($8,295,293). 
 

 

3.2.2 Dr George Soh Yi-Wei highlighted that under the current assets, the item on ‘Other debtors and 
prepayment’ increased by more than 500% from $31,403 in 2006 to $179,691 in 2007. He 
enquired on the reason for the huge increase. 
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ITEM PREAMBLE 
 

ACTION 

3.2.3 Dr Anthony Heng explained that the increase was due to the 5th Asia Pacific International 
Academy of Pathology Congress 2007. Mr Daniel Goh added that the event was sub-contracted 
to Orient Explorer. The account had been closed but the amount had yet to be returned to AMS. 
 

 
 

3.3.1 Dr Huang Shoou Chyuan enquired on the amount owed by Fellows for the Building and 
Endowment fund. Mr Daniel Goh explained that since the fund was considered as a donation, it 
was not reflected in the balance sheet. Dr Huang asked whether anything had been done to 
ensure that these Fellows honour the pledge. 
 

 

3.3.2 Chairman said that Fellows who owed the Building and Endowment fund were reminded of their 
outstanding payment every year. 
 

 

3.3.3 Dr George Soh Yi-Wei asked whether a mechanism could be added into Resolution 7c to ensure 
that candidates paid up their full fees before allowing them to join the membership. 
  

 

3.3.4 Dr Edward Pang Chee Ping enquired whether any legal action could be taken against those with 
Building and Endowment fund dues. Ms Geetha, Auditor of AMS, explained that legal action 
could be taken on the part of the subscription fees due, but not on the Building and Endowment 
fund as it was considered a donation, which was voluntary.  
 

 

3.3.5 Dr George Soh Yi-Wei suggested using the term ‘contribution’ instead of ‘donation’ for the 
Building and Endowment Fund. However, Ms Geetha reminded the house on the implication of 
the tax-exempt receipt. 
 

 

3.3.6 Dr Fock Kwong Ming explained that the Building and Endowment fund was a one-time donation 
of $1,000 by candidates. He added that in the past years, instalment payment was made 
available based on the feedback from Fellows. With the introduction of the instalment payment, 
most Fellows would pay the first instalment and default the rest of the payment.  He opined that 
persuasion could be used on these Fellows, but not through legal ways. 
 

 

3.3.7 Dr Edward Pang Chee Ping remarked that this would not be fair to other members who had paid 
their Building and Endowment Fund. Dr Fock Kwong Ming said that he agreed that it would be 
unfair to others and there was a need to pursue this matter through persuasion and peer 
pressure. 
 

ACTION  

3.3.8 Dr Chan Siew Luen suggested removing the instalment plan altogether.  
 

 

3.3.9 Ms May Koh explained that the issue on the payment of Building and Endowment Fund had 
been addressed for new Fellows. She said that once candidates applied for Fellowship, they 
were given provisional approval. During this period, all payments had to be settled before their 
applications were formally approved by the Council. The protocol for provisional admission and 
final endorsement by AM Council was implemented in Oct 2006.  
 

 

3.3.10 Dr Chan Yew Weng enquired on the need for the collection of the Building and Endowment fund 
since AMS already has a building. Chairman explained that this would be used for future rental 
or purchase of a new building as there were plans for expansion and increase in the 
organisation of activities. In addition, Chairman said that the fund was also used for maintenance 
and renovation purposes.  
 

 

3.3.11 Dr Khor Tong Hong suggested listing the names of Fellows who had yet to pay the Building and 
Endowment fund. Dr Lim Shih Hui reminded that at one of the previous Annual General 
Meetings, there was a proposal not to list the names of Fellows who had not paid up their fees 
as it was considered inappropriate. Dr Khor felt that the issue should be tabled as a resolution 
before such practice of listing the names of Fellows who had yet to pay been dissolved. 
 

 

3.3.12 Dr Khor asked whether the practice of imposing a 10 per cent levy charged per year to Fellows 
with outstanding payment was still in practice. Chairman said that there were no longer such 
charges. 
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ITEM PREAMBLE ACTION 
 

3.4.1 Dr Anthony Heng next presented the Income & Expenditure Statement.  Dr George Soh Yi-Wei 
commented that the financial slides were not presented in the same format as the Financial 
Statement which was distributed to Fellows.  The meeting was informed to refer to page 16 of 
the Financial Statement. Under Restricted Funds, Dr Soh highlighted that the Joint Committee 
on Specialist Training (JCST) had incurred a loss of $71,733. He opined that the incoming 
Council should look into this.  
 

 

3.4.2 Chairman explained that for JCST, a definite sum came from the Ministry of Health (MOH) for 
specialist training, hence the amount collected from the annual subscription was not used for this 
purpose. He said that MOH would top up for the loss. 
 

 

3.4.3 In addition, Chairman said that in the past years, the revenue for AMS used to come from 
conferences and congresses, in addition to annual subscriptions. He therefore opined that there 
was a need for Colleges and Chapters to organise more meetings so as to generate more 
income.  
 

 

3.4.4 Chairman highlighted that other initiatives were introduced last year to generate more income. 
For example, the introduction of the Staff Registrar Scheme, which was recognised by SMC, had 
enabled the generation of more income. In addition, he said that the setting up of the 
Professional Affairs Division under an MOH MOU was financed by MOH with an honorarium of 
$50,000 per year. The space and salary of staff under the Professional Affairs Division were 
borne by MOH. 
 

 

3.4.5 Dr Edward Pang Chee Ping enquired whether active steps would be taken to form the congress 
organising committee and unit within AMS. Chairman said that this would be pursued actively by 
the incoming Council. He added that another way of generating income would be to cater to the 
region in the area of training related to healthcare financing. He commented that this area would 
cut across all specialties. A competitive price could be charged to run such events. 
 

ACTION 

3.4.6 Dr Fock Kwong Ming informed the House that there had been some good suggestions posed in 
one of the Council meetings. There was a proposal for AMS to run postgraduate courses. He 
opined that there was a market to conduct part of the exit certification course and help prepare 
AST to pass their examinations. Chairman added that Colleges could also start working on other 
diploma courses together with the hospitals. 
 

 

3.4.7 Dr Geroge Soh Yi-Wei pointed out that for the past two years, there had been no income for 
Gordon Arthur Ransome Oration and Sir David Galloway Memorial Lecture, and queried what 
would happen to these lecture funds after the funds were used up. Chairman said that similar to 
the Runme Shaw Foundation fund, the next step would be to approach the Shaw family. He 
added that the incoming Council would look into the funding ofthe Gordon Arthur Ransome 
Oration and Sir David Galloway Memorial Lecture before the funds were exhausted. 
 

ACTION 

3.4.8 In reference to page 16 of the Financial Statement, Dr Ng Keng Yeen enquired about the source 
of the operating grant of $23,099 for Professional Affairs Division. Chairman explained that the 
operating grant was given by MOH and it would subsequently be reviewed. 
  

 

3.4.9 Dr Fock Kwong Ming said in addition that Colleges and Chapters had contributed their time 
voluntarily to work on the Clinical Practice Guidelines (CPG). He opined that such guidelines 
could be presented at scientific meetings, and publications in Annals. Dr Ng Keng Yeen asked 
whether MOH would pass the task of producing the CPGs to AMS in the near future. Chairman 
said that CPG would be passed to AMS and MOH would pay honorarium to AMS for the 
professional inputs. The number of man hours would be logged in and amount of work would be 
monitored so as to allow MOH to review the amount on the honorarium. 
 

 

3.4.10 Ms May Koh informed the House that in addition to the $50,000, MOH had also approved the 
operating budget of about $159,000 for this fiscal year, for staff cost, space and utilities fees. 
She said that MOH had also made a one-time payment for the setting up of the office for 
Professional Affairs Division. 
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ITEM PREAMBLE 
 

ACTION 

3.5.2 Chairman explained that the DLP was part of the CME programme of AMS and Colleges. He felt 
that the programme should continue and ensure that more people would log in to the DLP 
website more often. He added that Colleges and Chapters should also actively put up relevant 
articles on the website. 
 

 

3.5.3 Dr Edward Pang Chee Ping commented that education should not be equated with money. He 
opined that even if the programme would cost more, income could be generated in other ways. 
Dr George Soh Yi-Wei clarified that his intention was not to close the programme.  
 

 

3.6.1 Dr George Soh Yi-Wei asked if the header for page 17 of the Financial Report was correct. Ms 
Geetha confirmed that it was correct. 
 

 

3.7.1 In reference to page 31 of the Financial Statement, Dr George Soh Yi-Wei clarified that he was 
not questioning the amount for the Honorary Executive Director Remuneration but felt that it was 
incongruent as ‘honorary’ would mean unpaid, based on Merriam-Webster dictionary. Ms 
Geetha explained that the Executive Director’s time was actually worth much more than the 
amount which was paid to him. Chairman felt that it would be more appropriate to use the term 
‘honorarium’ rather than ‘remuneration’. Dr George Soh Yi-Wei commented that once the 
designation of ‘Honorary Executive Director’ was used, the title might need to be reviewed again 
should the next Executive Director might want to be paid. 
 

 

3.8.1 Dr George Soh Yi-Wei referred to page 33 of the Financial Statement. Under the 5th Asia Pacific 
International Academy of Pathology Congress 2007, he highlighted on the section ‘Other 
Expenses’ which amounted to $110,640. Dr Soh opined that under the recommended 
accounting practice, such a huge sum would require a more elaborative description of the items 
under the section.  It would affect the balance due to AMS.  He also raised his observation in the 
discrepancy of the cost per delegate between the event (estimated at $300 by him) and that of 
the 42nd SMCM (estimated at $465 by him) even though both were held in the same year.  He 
asked for clarification on what contributed to the discrepancy.  Dr Edward Pang Chee Ping 
commented that the query should be directed to the Chapter of Pathologists and not AMS since 
they were the organiser for the event, thus they would have the details of the breakdown.   Dr 
Ikshuvanam Swaminathan agreed with Dr Pang. However, Dr George Soh Yi-Wei said that as a 
Fellow, he had the right to ask for such information. Ms Geetha clarified that a Fellow had the 
right to ask for the breakdown of the expenses.  
 

 

3.8.2 Ms Geetha informed the House that the amount under ‘Other Expenses’ which amounted to 
$110,640 included the rental of audio-visual equipment ($20,000), exhibition hall ($66,000) and 
others such as refreshment etc. Dr George Soh Yi-Wei commented that such information should 
be itemised in the future. 
 

 

3.8.3 As for the discrepancy observed by Dr George Soh Yi-Wei, Chairman said that this was due to 
the different venues for the events organised by two different organisers. Dr Fock Kwong Ming 
added that the different facilities made a huge difference and that for the 5th Asia Pacific 
International Academy of Pathology Congress 2007, it was outsourced to an external provider. 
 

 

3.9.1 The House adopted the Directors’ Report and Audited Accounts of the Academy for the financial 
year ended 31 December 2007 as proposed by Dr Huang Shoou Chyuan and seconded by Dr 
Sarveselan RE Sayampanathan. 
 

 

4 TO ANNOUNCE THE MASTER-ELECT WHO WILL SERVE AS THE MASTER FOR THE 
COUNCIL TERM 2008-2010 
 

 

4.1.1 Chairman informed the House that the Master-Elect, Dr Gilbert Chiang, had stepped down from 
the position and resigned from Council due to health reasons. Chairman placed on record word 
of thanks for Dr Chiang’s contribution and wished him a speedy recovery. He added that at the 
upcoming Induction Comitia, a Council Medal would be presented to Dr Chiang for his 
contribution. 
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ITEM PREAMBLE 
 

ACTION 

4.1.2 Chairman said that another election process had been conducted. By closing time on 24 March 
2008 at 1700 hours, one nomination was received. The nominee was Dr Fock Kwong Ming as 
proposed by Dr Chan Heng Thye and seconded by Dr Edward Pang Chee Ping.  The House 
congratulated Dr Fock on his appointment. 
 

 

5 TO ANNOUNCE THE 2008-2010 COUNCIL MEMBERS OF THE ACADEMY 
 

 

5.1.1 Chairman said that there were six vacancies on the 2008-2010 Council. He informed the House 
that the following candidates would become elected members of the 2008-2010 Council:

5..1.4 In addition, Chairman also informed the House that Dr Vernon Oh Min Sen would continue as 
the Editor of Annals, AMS, for another two years. He said that Dr Vernon Oh would look for his 
successor before he stepped down upon completing his term. Chairman commented that Dr 
Vernon Oh had done good work and the impact factor of the Annals had increased. He said that 
one of the factors for the increase was more accessibility as the articles were made available 
online.

ACTION 

6 RESOLUTION 3: 
TO RATIFY THE APPOINTMENT OF MESSRS GEETHA A & ASSOCIATES AS THE 
AUDITORS OF THE AMS WITH EFFECT FROM 1 JANUARY 2007 
 

 

6.1.1 Ms May Koh explained that Resolution 3 was to regularise the appointment of the Auditor for 
year 2006. She clarified that there was a need for a nomination letter to be circulated to Fellows 
at the AGM 2006 but it was not done. She said that following the discussion of the matter at the 
AGM 2006 (without the required circulation of a nomination letter), approval from MOH was 
obtained in September 2006. Messrs Geetha A & Associates gave acceptance of the 
appointment in December 2006.  Hence the effective date of the appointment lodged with ACRA 
was 1 January 2007. She mentioned that the need to regularise the appointment of Messrs 
Geetha A & Associates came to AMS’ attention only after AGM 2007.  The nomination letter was 
hence dated October 2007 and circulated as part of the AGM 2008 materials to regularise the 
appointment. 
 

 

6.2.1 The House passed Resolution 3 as proposed by Dr Lee Kok Onn and seconded by Dr 
Sarveselan RE Sayampanathan. 
 

 

7 RESOLUTION 4: 
TO RE-APPOINT MESSRS GEETHA A & ASSOCIATES AS THE AUDITORS OF AMS AND 
ITS COLLEGES AND AUTHORISE THE COUNCIL MEMBERS TO FIX THE FEES. 
 

 

7.1.1 In response to Dr Sayampanathan’s query on the fees charged by Geetha Messrs A & 
Associates, Ms Geetha informed that the company charged $7,000 to AMS. Dr Anthony Heng 
added that this charge was not inclusive of Colleges. 
 

 

7.2.1 The House passed Resolution 4 as proposed by Dr Walter Tan and seconded by Dr Sarveselan 
RE Sayampanathan. 
 

 

8 TO PRESENT FOR INFORMATION THE OPERATING BUDGET FOR 2008 
 

 

8.1.1 Dr Anthony Heng presented the AMS operating budget for financial year 2008. He highlighted 
that a deficit of $286,959 was budgeted for due to the increase in staff cost, which was not 
inclusive of a new managerial staff.  
 

 

8.1.2 Dr George Soh Yi-Wei commented that this was the first time the Council presented the 
operating budget for the following year and he commended this initiative. However, he 
expressed his concern on the 46% increase for professional fees which was projected to almost 
double from $13,661 in 2007 to $20,000 in 2008.  He enquired on the implications. Mr Daniel 
Goh explained that this amount included the auditor, corporate secretarial and legal fees which 
were charged to AMS. He added that any queries which were put forward to the lawyer would 
incur additional charges. Dr Fock Kwong Ming said that the formation of Colleges from Chapters 
also incurred legal fees. 
 

 

9 TO PRESENT FOR INFORMATION NEW CATEGORY OF FELLOWSHIP 
 

 

9.1.1 Dr Lee Kok Onn explained that the objective was to give recognition to distinguished holders of 
medical/dental degrees who would be Clinician Scientists or General Practitioners.  He clarified 
that this recognition was given in the past but removed after FAMS was recognized as a 
specialist qualification.  The proposal was to re-introduce the recognition to those who had gone  
into the non-traditional or non-clinical field, who might not be suitable to be awarded the 
Fellowship. He added that although this group of Fellows had to pay the subscription fees and 
have the same privileges like other Fellows (including being elected to become the Master, they 
would not be recognised by SAB & SMC as specialists.  They would have a slightly different 
FAMS without the specialty indicated.  
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ACTION 

9.1.2 Chairman added that there had been an increase in the number of clinician scientists in the past 
years.  The Fellowship would be suitable for this group and would present a possible means to 
increase membership with the AMS. 
 

 

9.1.3 Dr George Soh Yi-Wei gave his impression that there used to be a limit to the number of 
admissions for such group of Fellows. Chairman clarified that there was no limit.  Dr Soh also 
enquired which category/chapter of Fellowship that General Practitioners would fall into. 
 

 

9.1.4 Dr Lee Kok Onn said that the Council would exercise flexibility in allocating the category for this 
group of Fellows, in the spirit of giving them the recognition. In addition, Dr Fock Kwong Ming 
said that as this would be Fellowship by invitation, the Council had the right to exercise certain 
control over this. 
 

 

10 RESOLUTION 5: 
TO APPOINT A SEARCH COMMITTEE TO NEGOTIATE LEASE FOR RE-LOCATION OF 
THE ACADEMY AND AUTHORISE THE COMMITTEE TO FIX THE LEASE UP TO A 
MAXIMUM OF $3M. 
 

 

10.1.1 Dr Fock Kwong Ming said that in view of the addition of the Professional Affairs Division, the 
housing of part of Joint Committee on Specialist Training (JCST) staff at AMS, and AMS’ plans 
to further increase its activities, a bigger place was needed for expansion. Dr Fock said that this 
had been discussed at length during Council meetings and Council had proposed that a budget 
of $3m from the Building and Endowment fund to be set aside for re-location. 
 

 

10.1.2 Dr George Soh Yi-Wei said that the period of lease had to be specified in the resolution. He also 
opined that the resolution should also allow Council to identify the appropriate people in the 
Search Committee. 
 

 

10.1.3 Chairman said that Council had looked at two floors of the National Kidney Foundation (NKF) 
building – levels 11 and 12. He informed the House that the Singapore Medical Council (SMC) 
had confirmed that they would relocate to NKF, level 10. Chairman added that a letter 
expressing interest had been sent to NKF to purchase the remaining years of 18 years at $3m 
for both floors, which was double the space of the present premises. Chairman said that the 
current premises would be rented out. He added that there would also be a possibility to house 
JCST and JCFMT (Joint Committee on Family Medicine Training) staff, while charging them 
rental fee for the space. The Committee would ensure that AMS would not be in the red. 
 

 

10.1.4 Dr Huang Shoou Chyuan expressed his concern of authorising the Committee without getting 
back to the general body of the decision made. Dr Fock Kwong Ming said that the resolution was 
to give a mandate to form a Search Committee. Secondly, the Committee was given a mandate 
to negotiate up to $3m in finding a suitable venue for relocation. He said that the general body 
would be informed of the choice of the selected place and interested party could take a look at 
the place. Dr Edward Pang Chee Ping opined that Council should have the final say. However, 
Dr Fock Kwong Ming replied that he wanted Fellows to be part of this. 
 

ACTION 

10.1.5 In answering Dr George Soh Yi-Wei’s query on the floor area, Dr Anthony Heng said that the 
total floor area for two floors at NKF was 11,000 sq ft. He added that the rental charge was 
$2.50 per sq ft, with maintenance fee of $1. Dr Heng explained that NKF had earlier wanted to 
rent the place to AMS but AMS was not in favour of the arrangement and would prefer to 
purchase the remaining lease instead. He added that NKF had initially offered $2m for each floor 
for the lease, which amounted to $4m for both floors. AMS had then written an appeal letter to 
NKF Board to counter offer the purchase of the lease at $3m. Dr Heng said that the 
maintenance fee of $1 was a bit high and the Committee would need to negotiate further.  
 

 

10.2.1 Slides featuring pictures of NKF facilities were presented to the House. 
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ACTION 

10.3.1 Dr George Soh Yi-Wei said that the Council could consider before signing the contract to hold an 
EOGM considering that $3m was a huge sum of money. Dr Soh also reminded the Council to be 
careful of any hidden clause within and advised that all should be ironed out before signing the 
contract.  
 

ACTION 

10.3.2 Dr George Soh Yi-Wei enquired whether the resolution should be amended to include the period 
of the lease. Dr Sayampanathan and Dr Chew Chin Hin commented that the wordings of the 
resolution should not be changed. 
 

 

10.3.3 The House passed the resolution as proposed by Dr Sayampanathan and seconded by Dr Ong 
Sze Guan.   
 

 

11 RESOLUTION 6: 
TO PROPOSE THAT THE ACADEMY CONTINUES TO ALLOCATE 25% OF MEMBERS’ 
SUBSCRIPTIONS TO THE COLLEGES/CHAPTERS AND FUND THE SECRETARIAT 
SUPPORT FOR ANOTHER ONE COUNCIL YEAR FROM 2008-2009. THIS WILL BE 
REVIEWED IN ONE YEAR’S TIME TOGETHER WITH STRATEGIES TO INCREASE THE 
REVENUE OF THE AMS AND COLLEGES. 
 

 

11.1.1 Chairman explained that when the Colleges were first formed, it was proposed that AMS allocate 
25% of the subscription fees to them. He added that the 25% was arbitrary and nobody decided 
whether the amount was sufficient or too much. Chairman informed the House that AMS actually 
gave more than 25% because if the secretariat cost was included, it would amount to almost 
46%. He said that consensus on the adjustment of the percentage had not been reached and 
the incoming Council would look into the issue so that the Colleges and Chapters would have 
better understanding on the financial funding. Chairman said that the current structure would 
continue for another year and the incoming Council would come back next year with the 
outcome. 
  

ACTION 

11.1.2 Referring to records, Resolution 8 which was presented at the EOGM on 27 March 2004, Dr 
Fock reported that the records showed the resolution was to be reviewed in 3 years’ time from 
2004. However, the Council required more time and the resolution would continue for another 
year. Dr George Soh Yi-Wei commented that Colleges should actively source for their own fund.  
 

 

11.2.1 Dr Derrick Heng commented that the resolution was not status quo as Chapters were included 
for the first time in the resolution. Dr Fock suggested deleting the word ‘chapters’ from the 
resolution. 
 

 

11.2.2 Dr Edward Pang Chee Ping said that Chapters should not be given 25% of the subscription fees 
as they were under AMS.  
 

 

11.2.3 Dr Lim Shih Hui suggested splitting the resolution into two (6A and 6B), the first one intended for 
Colleges and the latter for Chapters.  
 

 

11.2.4 Dr Chan Siew Luen said that nobody was authorised to sign cheques for Chapters and there 
was no appointment for a Treasurer in the Committee for Chapters. He said that should the 
Chapter be allocated 25% of the subscription fees, the made-up of the Chapter Committee 
should be changed. 
 

 

11.2.5 Dr Edward Pang Chee Ping reminded the House that a Chapter was not a company. Dr Fock 
requested for the word ‘Chapter’ to be deleted from the resolution. Dr Lee Kok Onn was the 
proposer and Dr Chew Chin Hin was the seconder for the deletion.  As it was an important 
resolution, Dr Fock Kwong Ming requested for the resolution to be put to a vote.  The House 
passed the resolution with the added amendment with 33 votes in favour, 1 objection and 0 
abstention. 
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ACTION 

12 RESOLUTION 7A: 
THAT SUBJECT TO ARTICLE 90 OF THE ACADEMY’S ARTICLES OF ASSOCIATION, THE 
ARTICLES OF ASSOCIATION OF THE ACADEMY BE AMENDED ACCORDING TO THE 
PROPOSED AMENDMENTS AS SET OUT IN APPENDIX I. 
- ARTICLE NO. 36 
 

 

12.1.1 Dr George Soh Yi-Wei commented that most of the proposed amendments to the resolution 
were concerning the conversion of Chapters to Colleges. He asked whether there was a need to 
have another category for the conversion of Colleges back to Chapters. Secondly, Dr Soh 
opined that the change to the word from ‘shall’ to ‘may’ should carry with it some explicit 
conditions such as including the following sentence:  “At the direction of the Council whose 
decision is final, Colleges may…” 
 

 

12.1.2 Dr George Soh Yi-Wei also commented that the sentences “Colleges may be registered as 
separate and independent entity (entities)…” and “…the Academy shall have the power to 
exercise supervision over such entity (entities)…” were incongruent. Dr Lee Kok Onn 
commented that the clause followed the commercial practice and he felt that it was reasonable 
and acceptable. Dr Edward Pang Chee Ping added that it was understood that the Council, 
being the executive body, to have a certain control over its Colleges. Dr Fock Kwong Ming 
highlighted the reasons mentioned in Appendix I for the changes in the resolution. He said that 
the resolution allowed for flexibility and gave options for Colleges for professional autonomy and 
professional differentiation. 
 

 

12.2.1 Dr Anthony Heng informed the House that the Chapter of Ophthalmologist had asked to form a 
non-independent College and this had been passed at their AGM. He said that if Resolution 7A 
could not be passed, the resolution on the Chapter of Ophthalmologist to form a College could 
not be passed either.  In response to Dr Chan Siew Luen’s query, it was clarified that an 
independent college could return to the AMS as a non-independent college, while a non-
independent college could go on to become independent.  The necessary resolutions would 
have to be put up at the AGMs. 
  

 

12.2.2 Dr Anthony Heng said that for independent Colleges, there was a need for them to maintain their 
IPC status and informed the House that all Colleges, except the College of Paediatrics and Child 
Health, had lost their IPC status.  
 

 

12.3.1 The House passed the resolution with 31 votes in favour, 0 objection and 1 abstention. 
 

 

13 RESOLUTION 7B: 
THAT SUBJECT TO ARTICLE 90 OF THE ACADEMY’S ARTICLES OF ASSOCIATION, THE 
ARTICLES OF ASSOCIATION OF THE ACADEMY BE AMENDED ACCORDING TO THE 
PROPOSED AMENDMENTS AS SET OUT IN APPENDIX I. 
- ARTICLE NO. 38 
 

 

13.1.1 Dr Fock Kwong Ming explained that the appointment of a Treasurer was not just to sign 
cheques, but to look at the financial state of the Chapter/College and ensure that the proper 
financial procedures were adhered to.  

 

13.1.2 Dr Cuthbert Teo Eng Swee opined that finances of Chapters, which remained as non-
independent and being part of AMS, should come under the Bursar of AMS. He said that it 
would be the responsibility of the Bursar to look at the overall financial procedure of the 
Chapters. He said that Chapters, being small, already faced difficulty in getting members to form 
a Committee. 
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ACTION 

13.1.3 Dr Fock explained that there were 30 members in a Chapter. When the AMS Bursar wanted to 
discuss some matters such as events, and needed some clarifications in accounts, the Chapter 
Treasurer should be accountable in providing such information.  
 

 

13.1.4 Dr Cuthbert Teo Eng Swee suggested providing guidance on the responsibilities of a Treasurer. 
Dr Fock said that once the resolution had been passed, the Bursar and Finance committee could 
have a conversation on accountability. He added that the incoming Council would exercise 
greater financial control. 
 

ACTION 

13.2.1 Dr Cuthbert Teo said that the Chapter of Pathologists had just formed a new Executive 
Committee a month ago and if the resolution was in force, the Chapter would need to hold 
another AGM. Dr Anthony Goh said that the existing Committee members could hold another 
portfolio. 
 

 

13.2.2 With the addition of the ‘Treasurer’, Dr Cuthbert Teo asked whether there would be confusion 
with the earlier resolution. Ms May Koh explained that this resolution followed Resolution 7A and 
the article referred to the Chapters already under AMS as well as Colleges formed as non-
separate legal entities.  This was specified in the reasons for amendments. 
 

 

13.3.1 For consistency, Dr Lim Shih Hui suggested the following words in bold to be included: 
• A Chairman / President 
• A Vice-Chairman / Vice-President 

 

 

13.4.1 The House passed the resolution with the added moves for amendment with 29 votes in favour, 
1 objection and 0 abstention. 
 

 

14 RESOLUTION 7C: 
THAT SUBJECT TO ARTICLE 90 OF THE ACADEMY’S ARTICLES OF ASSOCIATION, THE 
ARTICLES OF ASSOCIATION OF THE ACADEMY BE AMENDED ACCORDING TO THE 
PROPOSED AMENDMENTS AS SET OUT IN APPENDIX I. 
- ARTICLE NO. 9 
 

 

14.1.1 Dr George Soh Yi-Wei suggested changing the word ‘fees’ to ‘monies’ to encompass all 
including the relevant fees which need to be paid by Fellows. Dr Edward Pang Chee Ping 
commented that the change was not necessary as there was no difference in both terms. 
 

 

14.2.1 The House passed the resolution with 26 votes in favour, 1 objection and 2 abstention.  Dr 
George Soh Yi-Wei requested that his objection be recorded. 
 

 

15 RESOLUTION 7D: 
THAT SUBJECT TO ARTICLE 90 OF THE ACADEMY’S ARTICLES OF ASSOCIATION, THE

15.1.1 In reply to Dr George Soh’s enquiry on the word ‘or’ between clause (a) and (b), Dr Fock Kwong 
Ming said that the criteria for clause (a) was the age factor while clause (b) referred to retired 
Fellows who were no longer in active practice.  He said that recently, there was an application by 
a Fellow who used to be a Hong Kong citizen and willing to pay 10 years’ subscription to be a 
Fellow of AMS. 
 

 

15.2.1 The House passed the resolution with 28 votes in favour, 1 objection and 0 abstention.

19.1.1 Dr George Soh Wei-Yi noted his observation that the word ‘honorary’ was used for the secretary 
of the chapter under the College of Surgeons.  This showed the lack of consistency in the 
naming of officers in chapters of the AMS and of colleges.  He also opined that the related 
specialist in the sentence “two to four Board Members [one or two representative(s) from the 
related specialist society where applicable”] had to be specified. Dr Edward Pang Chee Ping 
commented that this should be left to the Chapter to decide as they would know what would be 
the related specialty.  With regards to his observation on the use of the word ‘honorary’, it was 
clarified that this was the CSS’ resolution and the House could not change the CSS’ 
Memorandum & Articles of Association. 
 

 

19.1.2 Dr Ng Keng Yeen suggested including the Treasurer position in this resolution for consistency 
purpose. Dr Lim Shih Hui highlighted that this was the College of Surgeons’ (CSS) resolution 
and the House could not change the CSS’ Memorandum & Articles of Association. 
 

 

19.2.1 Dr Ng Keng Yeen also suggested to include the criteria of being a Fellow of AMS in the clause to 
make it more explicit, as stated in the following sentence:

These activities include 
continuous professional development / continuing 
medical education / recertification of specialists, training / 
accreditation / certification of basic and advanced 
trainees, preparation of clinical practice guidelines, 
awarding diploma  / certificates, etc.
